Dear Contributor;

The Trustees of the Danville South Cemetery Association wish to
express their appreciation for your recent generous financial

support. In keeping with our intent to provide good stewardship

of funds, we want to inform you of the following improvements:
* Roads have been graded and improved ($1,800.00)

* A substantial number of dead trees, stumps, and
shrubbery have been removed ($700.00 in addition
to volunteer efforts).

* Extensive improvements have been made to the mausoleum,
including a new roof {§7.100.00), interior cleaning
($350.00) , and restoration of the stained glass windows
to be completed this fall {52,300:00) .

* TInstallation of a new ornamental gate and entry on
Lincoln Street ($1,100.00) and a new section of
ornamental fence along South Cross Street matching the
original fence ($1,000.00). Also, removal of old
vines, weeds, and trees growing in all the fence lines.

* Tnstallation of a new sign at the entrance on South
Cross Street ($300.00 actual cost with labor and
installation done by volunteers) .

* pPplatting for one entirely new grave site location in the
1948 Addition (just east of the flag pole), and for
large additions along South Cross Street and adjacent
to the Mausoleum (surveying and engineering costs
$7,000.00). These costs will more than be offset by
selling the new grave sites and should provide adequate
grave space for at least 20 years.

Currently we are completing restoration of the original :
ornamental fence and entry gate on South Cross Street, including
scraping and painting. This project should be completed within

the month. Costs will be minimal with volunteer labor being
used as much as possible.



Another important major project under consideration at this time
is the construction of a new maintenance garage on the rear of
the property followed by razing of the old structure near the
entrance and landscaping of that area. This project is,
however, temporarily on hold until the Trustees can be assured
that necessary funds are available upon completion of all

current projects.

Obviously, much has been accomplished and still much remains to
be done. Some of the necessary expenditures, like those for the
roof and interior of the mausoleum, are not visible but
constitute major expenditures.

Please be assured that this is not a letter of solicitation.
Rather, this is a report of our stewardship. What we would ask
of you is your patience as we continue to struggle with needed
improvements and, if you see fit, your support by contacting
others who we may have omitted in our previous mailings or who
may not have been willing to make a contribution until
improvements were evident.

One of our plans for the future is to replace the existing fence
along Lincoln Street with ornamental fencing matching the
original fence on the west side of the cemetery.

We are committed to making improvements which will result in the
Danville South Cemetery being a place of dignity and beauty.
With your continued interest, we will achieve this goal.
